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SAMOA vs BRAZIL

2025 RUGBY WORLD CUP QUALIFIERS

OPTA FACTS

e This will be the first ever meeting between Samoa and Brazil in men’s Test rugby — Brazil will become the fourth South
American side that Samoa have faced, after Argentina, Uruguay and Chile.

e Samoa are winless across their first six Test matches in 2025 (D1 L5), their longest run without a victory since losing nine in a
row between 2017 and 2018 — each of their five losses this year have come by 14+ points.

e Samoa are winless across their last three Tests against South American sides (D1 L2) after losing just one of their first six
meetings and come into this match having suffered defeat over two legs against Chile in a Rugby World Cup qualifier (44-63 on
aggregate).

e Samoa are aiming to qualify for their 10th Rugby World Cup, participating in every edition since 1991 — they have reached the
quarter-finals twice (1991 and 1995), the only team in the final qualification tournament to have done so.

e Brazil could become the fourth South American side to qualify for the Rugby World Cup after Argentina (10 appearances), Chile
(1 appearance) and Uruguay (5 appearances).

e Brazil have lost each of their last six matches, their longest run since 2014-2015 (L7); however, their most recent defeat came
by just seven points (24-31 v Paraguay) after the previous five had each come by 14+ points.

e Samoa registered a dominant carry rate of 65% during the 2025 Pacific Nations Cup, over 20 percentage points better than any
other side, and were also the only team to commit two or more opposition tacklers on at least 60% of their carries (62%).

e Samoa had the highest dominant tackle rate of any team in this year’s Pacific Nations Cup (7%), making 10.3 dominant tackles
per game on average, a tally only bettered by Japan (11.0).

e Samoa winger Tuna Tuitama made the most line breaks of any player during the 2025 Pacific Nations Cup (6); additionally, of
the 99 players to make 10+ carries in the competition, he was one of just four to average at least eight metres gained per carry
(8.5), alongside teammate Lolagi Visinia (9.1, also Haruto Kida — 9.6 and Joji Nasova — 13.9).

e Brazil's Carlo Mignot has averaged a line break every 6.2 carries in the PRO D2 since the beginning of 2024/25 — of the 85
centres to make 30+ carries in that period, only Dax’s Noah Nene (1 every 5.6 carries) and Soyaux Angouleme’s Arthur Proult
(1 every 6.1 carries) have a better rate than the Biarritz player.
